The impact of using assessment results for setting targets and evaluation of 
provision for learning is also discussed.The pros and cons of using tests and examinations and alternatives based on

support the case for making more and better use of teachers' judgments in assessment of learning. In this way 
assessment of learning (summative assessment) can be compatible with assessment for learning (formative 
assessment).
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
